 Class 8 – Open Jumpcross SJ 2’9” – X/C 2’6” - Entry Fee -  £10

Class 9 –Team Jumpcross  SJ 2’6”  - X/C 2’6” – Teams of 3, first team member on horse does the Jumpcross course, 2nd team member goes round a course on a bike ( bike will be provided or provide your own) to go round a course – 3rd team member completes a running/obstacle course, whole course including changeover timed fastest clear round will win. Entry Fee - £15 per team

Class 10 – Open Pairs Jumpcross - 2 horses/ponies both round the 2’6” course baton relay, whole course including changeover timed fastest clear round will win. Entry Fee - £12 per pair 

Class 11 - Horse & Hound  Relay – Horse pony to complete a show-jumping course followed by dog and runner round a smaller course,  baton relay, whole course including change over timed fastest clear round will win. Entry Fee - £8 per pair
